Nominations Guidelines
 

	Welcome to the rbya.org 2011 Online Nominations Guidelines. The following are the abbreviated and updated guidelines, which have been approved by the 2010/2011 RBYA committee. They are to be in effect for the 2011 elections process, which will culminate at the annual convention, located in Sacramento, California, on September 2-5, 2011.

As stated above, these guidelines have been abbreviated for brevity, and have been updated to reflect the latest changes in dates, procedures, etc. Should there be any discrepancy between these guidelines and the online nominations procedures, please bring it up to the attention of the Elections Committee members via the Nominations page.


 

	 

ARTICLE ONE
1. ELECTION COMMITTEE
1.1 The Executive Board will decide on guidelines for the process of elections at the Annual National Convention
1.2 The Executive Board will nominate an Election Committee composed of neutral personalities, preferably, alumni of the RBYA. Suggested and approved: TBA  as chairman, TBA  as a committee representative, and Bobby Stef as web administrator.
1.3 The Election Committee has the responsibility to carry out the process of elections according to the guidelines submitted by the RBYA Executive Board.
 

ARTICLE TWO
2. THE VOTING PROCESS
2.1. In order to ensure that only the delegates vote, they are required to wear the "Printed Nametags" - provided at the entrance.
2.2. These Nametags are created upon the request of the Elections Committee for each delegate. Each church is to provide beforehand the names of the delegates to facilitate the printing of the Nametags.
2.3. If there is a church the Election Committee failed to contact and it has representatives, the acting president of the RBYA has the authority to create a Name Tag (in red ink) on the spot to allow the delegate entrance to the voting room.
2.4. See Article 3.3.
 

ARTICLE THREE
3. DELEGATES
3.1. The number of the delegates a church is allowed to have is based upon the number of "youth" they have in the church. The ratio is one delegate for every ten youth. (If there are 11 - 20 youth they are allowed to have 2 delegates, and so on).
3.1.1. The "youth" for the purposes of delegate selection shall be any person:
 

a) under the age of 40
 

b) baptized 

 

c) active in the youth activities of their respective church
 

d) need to be members in the church that will count them for the purpose of establishing the allowed number of delegates
3.2. The job of the delegates is to represent their local youth and to cast their representative vote for the candidates and other issues brought up for a vote at the convention.
3.3. Each church is responsible for supplying the Elections Committee with ALL the names of their delegates by the date specified in Article 6.  Absentee Ballots will be accepted ONLY from those delegates whose names appear on the Elections Committee's list of valid delegates.  Please check the Delegates page or email the chairman of the Election Committee to verify that the names of your delegates have been received by the Elections Committee.
 

ARTICLE FOUR
4. ABSENTEE BALLOTS
4.1. If a delegate knows he or she will not be able to participate at the election, he / she will still have the opportunity to vote via absentee ballots.
4.1.1. Each and every delegate is strongly encouraged to attend the annual convention in order to vote on other issues presented at the convention and to insure their votes for the candidates are fully informed.
4.1.2. It is understood that Objections to the candidates will NOT be posted online, nor will they be made available on the Absentee Ballots. The Objections will only be made known at the convention before the actual voting. 

4.2. The Absentee Ballots will be made available online (see Article 6 for dates and times). It is the responsibility of the delegate to download the absentee ballot, fill it out and fax it in on time (fax number will be included on the Absentee Ballot) in order for it to arrive by the date specified in Article 6. RBYA and the Election Committee will not be responsible for late or misdirected faxes.
4.2.1. Only candidates whose Acceptance/ Commitment Form has been received by the Elections Committee will be included in the absentee ballots.
4.3. See Article 3.3.
ARTICLE FIVE
5. NOMINATIONS
5.1. Nominations will be made online only.
5.2. The Web Page for Elections will be up between the dates set forth in Article Six below, June 27, 2011 through September 2, 2011.
5.3. The person nominating must provide the following information for each nominee:
 

a) the qualifications of the nominee
 

b) the e-mail address and the phone number of the person he/she is nominating
c) the church and the name of the pastor.

5.4. The Nominee must accept the nomination by sending in an Acceptance/ Commitment Form, which will be made available on the web page. The deadline for the acceptance form is September 2nd, at 11:59 PM (Pacific Time).
5.4.1. The Acceptance/ Commitment Forms will be made available online on the Nominations page. It is the responsibility of each candidate to ensure that the Elections Committee has received their Acceptance/ Commitment Form no later than the date set forth in Article 6 to ensure their inclusion on the Absentee Ballots.
5.4.2. Each Nominee should ensure that a copy of the Form will be available at election time. Due to the uncertainty of the postal or internet mail, each Nominee is strongly encouraged to bring along a copy of the Form to the convention.
5.5. The Nominee is responsible for checking the web page; if he/ she fails to do so, it is the responsibility of the one who nominated, to make sure the nominee accepts the nomination. It is not the responsibility of the elections committee.
5.6. The nominee must agree and sign the Acceptance/ Commitment Form; Failure to submit this Form would result in canceling the nomination.
5.7. The acceptance form will include the job description and a commitment that he/ she will take towards the responsibilities of the position.
5.8. An option for objections regarding a nominee will be made available. The objection will be filtered first by the election committee.
5.8.1. The Objections will only be made available at the convention. They will NOT be made available online or on the Absentee Ballots. See also Article 4.1.2
ARTICLE SIX
6. DATES
June 9, 2011 - Nominations Page Online
September 2, 2011 (11:59pm PST) - Last chance for Nominees to accept the nomination.

September 3, 2011 - Nominations Offline
September 3, 2011 (8:00am CST) - Have the Absentee Ballots available for download.

September 3, 2011 - Have the list of all the delegates representing the churches.
September 6, 2011 (8:00am PST) - Deadline for receiving the Absentee Ballots via fax (Local fax # TBA). Any ballots received after this time will NOT be accepted. It is strongly recommended that you do not wait until the very last minute and run the risk of getting a busy signal.
